Buck Studio (used for Pledge Drives) is on the 7™ floor of Vilas Hall. The best entrance (also the
ONLY entrance that is open on SUNDAYS) is on the third floor at the northwest corner of the
building (at Park and University). This is also the handicapped entrance. Take the stairs up one flight
from the loading dock on Park St. or take the ramp up at the corner of Park and University. For
security, the doors to the 7 ™ floor are kept CLOSED . Pull the door on the LEFT and it should open.
If it doesn't, call the phone number posted at the courtesy phone on your right.
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BEST CHOICE: Just about every bus route in the city goes past Vilas Hall stopping at the corners of
University Ave. and Park St. or Johnson St. and Park St. Call Madison Metro at 266-4466 for
information on bus routes or go to mymetrobus.com and select “Plan Your Trip.” For late shifts, ask
when the last bus runs on your route.
